The AirPal® Platform is unique among the competitive products available today. What 
distinguishes the AirPal® Platform from competitive products are the many innovative 
design features and the high level of attention used in sourcing materials.  
 

MATERIALS: 
 

Fabrics: Unlike the generic coated nylon twills found in competitive products, AirPal® 
utilizes specially engineered medical fabrics from Herculite®, Inc. Since these fabrics are 
specifically engineered for medical applications they conform to pressure management 
surfaces and are available in different configurations for stretch and cushioning, fluid and 
stain resistance, etc., so AirPal® can offer you a product that specifically fits your require-
ments.   
 
Nylon Webbing: Mil-spec nylon webbing creates incredibly strong handles that are easy 
on hands. The one inch wide webbing is easily grasped and flexible so it conforms to your 
grip without binding or pinching.  
 
Velcro Elimination: While Velcro® is an extremely useful material, it does pose an issue 
for skin abrasions (the hook side) and easily traps dirt and contaminants. AirPal uses 
snaps and quick connect buckles to avoid the issues Velcro® poses. 
 
Non-Ferrous Snaps: Nickel plated brass snaps are durable and do not pose an issue for 
use in an MRI environment. The snaps sit outside of the patients footprint. yet allow the 
extended protective liner and air supply hose to be securely attached and quickly re-
leased. 
 

DESIGN: 
 

Double Layer: A double layer on the patient surface means seams are covered and 
pressure ridges are minimized. Building on the skin management features already found 
in the special medical fabrics, the second layer also reduces shear by allowing the sur-
faces to slightly slide against each other. 
 
Stabilization Bands: Because of the stabilization bands, a caregiver can give a slight 
upward tug on the handle closest to an off-centered patient and the bands will help to re-
center the patient as the Platform inflates and the cradling effect takes over. 
 
Extended Handles: Caregivers of any stature can maintain proper posture by not having 
to bend their backs during transfers with AirPal‟s® extended handles. The handles also 
allow use of safety rails without the rails themselves becoming an obstacle - thus, trans-
fers are safer for the caregiver and patient alike. 
 
Color Coded: A color coding scheme is used to identify the different widths of Platforms. 
Since the Platforms are color coded, caregivers waste no time unfolding and sizing the 
wrong width for the patient application. 

 
Double Stitched: All Platforms are double stitched so failures from heat sealed seams 
are not an issue. Additionally, since the Platform is sewn, an accidentally ripped or punc-
tured Platform does not necessarily have to be replaced but might be repaired.
